Colonel John Davies, US Army

Colonel John Davies was born September 9, 1952, in New Haven, Connecticut.  He received his 
commission as a second lieutenant upon graduation from Univ. of Connecticut on 11 May 1974.  

Colonel Davies’ command assignments include Detachment Commander, 519th Military 
Police Battalion; and Commander, 209th Military Police Company, Fort Meade, Maryland; Deputy 
Brigade Commander, 14th Military Police Brigade, Kornwestheim, Germany; Commander 793rd 
Military Police Battalion, Furth, Germany; Commander, Military Police Brigade Panama, Fort 
Clayton, Panama.

Colonel Davies’ other assignments include Platoon Leader, 209th Military Police Company; Assis-
tant S-3, 519th Military Police Battalion; Fort Meade, Maryland; OE Staff Officer, VII Corps, Mohrin-
gen, Germany; S-3 and Executive Officer, 385th Military Police Battalion, Kornwestheim, Germany; 
Executive Officer, Officer Personnel Management Division (OPMD), and Field Grade Assignments 
Officer, Military Police Branch, PERSCOM, Alexandria, Virginia; Military Assistant, Office of the 
Assistant Secretary of the Army, Pentagon; Director, Officer Personnel Management Division, 1st 
Personnel Command, Schwetzingen, Germany; Director, Combat Development, U.S. Army Military 
Police School, Fort McClellan, Alabama and Fort Leonard Wood, Missouri; Assistant Commandant, 
Military Police School, Fort Leonard Wood, Missouri; and Deputy Director, Military Personnel Policy, 
Army G-1, Washington, DC,

Colonel Davies completed the Military Police Officer Basic and Advanced Courses, the Army 
Command and General Staff College, and the National War College. He earned a Masters of 
Psychology from the Naval Post Graduate School, Monterey, CA in 1980 and a Masters of National 
Security and Strategic Studies from the National Defense University, Washington, DC in 1996.

His awards and decorations include the Distinguished Service Medal, Legion of Merit (3 OLC), 
Soldier’s Medal, Meritorious Service Medal (3 OLC), Army Commendation Medal (1 OLC), Army 
Achievement Medal, Humanitarian Service Medal, and Army Staff Identification Badge.

Colonel Davies is married to the former Jane E. Reichardt of Prospect, Connecticut.

events are required to adhere to CAPM52-16 as follows:

Senior members should exercise discretion when drinking alcoholic beverages or 
using tobacco products at CAP activities when cadets are present. Seniors should 
avoid drinking alcohol or using tobacco at all times when they are directly working with 
cadets or when they are in a confined space with cadets. Additionally, seniors who are 
not working with cadets should avoid excessive alcohol consumption when they can 
reasonably expect to encounter cadets thereafter.
